o Should also be a scale question to warrant better answers 
• Might be great to have Raheem and Faraha hold a focus group to receive the 

student responses 
o very important to have a culture of involvement 
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o research isn’t necessarily relevant to undergrads and not necessarily as 
important in Sauder than other faculties 

o having the form simply evaluate teaching is too narrow 
 the involvement of professors in case comps, etc. is so important 

o the general student body may not be aware of the profs involvement in 
student activities 

o find a way to push profs towards getting more involved and rewarding 
their involvement 

o this may not be the appropriate form to express such questions 
• Overall, the evaluation should include teaching, involvement and research 
• Feedback to Raheem – think about asking students about involvement and the 

way in which they represent the student body 
• Should the CUS information be on the survey? 

o Yes, it shows that it strives to connect students with the professors 
o Shows that the CUS lobbies for the students

class”
